• Asked for Board Members to notify the Chair of topics they would
like to address as either an Ad Hoc Committee or at one of the
semi-annual retreats.

• Stated that MATC Board Member emails should have a common
signature format, per a suggestion at the New Board Member
Orientation.  Beth will be sending the suggested format to board
members by the end of the week.

6 b. President’s Report 

Discussion       Dr. Martin: 

• Welcomed students back for the Fall semester of the 2023-2024
School Year.

• Welcomed and introduced to the board the new Executive Vice
President of Student Success, Dr. Phillip King.  Dr. King comes to
the college from Shoreline Community College in Washington state,
where he led major initiatives such as strategic enrollment
management, guided pathways redesign, accreditation,
developmental education redesign, governance, strategic
leadership, and communication.

• Invited Dr. Christine Manion, vice president,  Institutional
Effectiveness, to report on the successful spring accreditation visit
from the Higher Learning Commission (HLC).
• Dr. Manion reported that the team report for the Milwaukee Area

Technical College was accepted by the Institutional Actions
Council of the HLC.  The HLC report included the following
statements:
o The MATC mission is clear, easily remembered, and

well-articulated and that MATC acts with integrity in its
financial, academic, and human resource functions.

o MATC values academic freedom and freedom of
expression, and provides quality education through its
main campus, branch locations, and online delivery
modalities.  The College provides robust student support
services tailored to the needs of its student and aligns
with the We Care Standards.
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o There is ample evidence that MATC ensures the quality
of its educational offerings by remaining in compliance
with WTC and HLC standards.

o MATC engages in ongoing assessment of student
learning as part of its commitment to the educational
outcomes of its students at the course, program, and
institutional levels.

o Although a very large and complex organization, the
institution is well organized and has the resources in
terms of physical plant, technology, and human
resources necessary to affectively use its processes and
procedures to fulfill its mission.

• Noted that a member of the accreditation team expressed that this
was one of the best campus visits they had ever been on.

Director Burris asked if the board could receive a copy of the accreditation 
report, which Dr. Manion will provide.     

• Announced the MATC downtown campus will be closed on August
23, 2023 due to the Republican debate being held at the Fiserv
Forum.

• Thanked Traci Dorn and her department’s instructors in the
Cosmetology Advanced Style Class for the very successful Fashion
Showcase held on Thursday, July 27th.

  6 c. Diversity, Equity and Inclusion Report 

Discussion Dr. Eva Martinez-Powless, vice president, Diversity Equity and 
Inclusion, presented the Diversity, Equity and Inclusion report.  

• HSI Team welcomed over 100 students and their families to MATC
on August 4th for the first annual SOMO MATC Orientation.  The
event brought together over 200 people, with students receiving
class schedules and IDs.

• Fall Asian student orientation was held on August 14th, with over 90
students in attendance.

• The Office of Student Accommodations and Interpreting services
hosted their annual Jump Start events which serve as welcoming
spaces for students with disabilities.  452 students are currently
signed up to receive disability services.

• The Multicultural Student Affairs Office will be hosting Welcome
Back events early September, including the first annual African
American Student Orientation on Monday, September 18th.
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• Office of Bilingual Education hosted several events in addition to
hiring two full-time bilingual student services specialists to meet the
needs of a growing refugee and immigrant population.

• On Sunday, August 26th, a handful of MATC administrators will be
at Mexican Fiesta to help present LULAC scholarships awarded to
52 MATC students.

 6 d.          Enrollment Report 

Discussion Dr. Sarah Adams, dean, Enrollment, shared the following: 
• Reported that compared to last Fall, continuing students are up 6.5

%, new students are up 7.6 % and returning students are up 4.4 %.
Returning students are students who have been out at least one
semester.

6 e. Milwaukee PBS General Manager’s Report 

Discussion          Ms. Debbie Hamlett, Vice President and General Manager of 
Milwaukee PBS, shared the following highlights: 

• July was an outstanding month for fundraising, having ended the
month at $466,114, which is $118,617 more than last July.

• The Milwaukee PBS 65th anniversary exhibit has had more than
300 guests.  The anniversary year ends in October with a
retrospective program to be broadcast on October 7th at 7:30 p.m.

• Station tours will be offered as part of the Open Doors Gallery on
September 23rd from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  800 people toured the
station last year.

• Announced that Main Streets with John McGivern will start on
October 5th.

• The National Association of Black Journalists Salute to Excellence
Awards recognized Milwaukee PBS program Black Nouveau for a
segment called “Enslaved. Indentured. Free,” a deep look at slavery
in Prairie du Chien during the 1800’s.

  6 f.  Legislative Matters Report 

Discussion Ms. Ramie Zelenkova, lobbyist, Hubbard Wilson & Zelenkova, and Ms. 
Laura Bray, vice president, College Advancement and External 
Communications, executive director, MATC Foundation,  shared the 
following: 

• Reported the 2023-25 Biennial Budget was signed into law on July
6. Highlights include a 3% increase to general aid over the
biennium and $20 million in one-time funding to support expansion
of oral healthcare programs within the WTCS.
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• Reported legislation is being circulated at the state level in response
to the FAFSA Simplification Act passed by the federal government,
which makes significant changes to the federal financial aid process
for college students that generally take effect on July 1, 2024. The
new federal law necessitates changes to state statute.

• Reported last month the House Labor-HHS-Education
Appropriations Subcommittee approved its FY 2024 funding bill
which included a $63.8 billion cut, 28% below FY 2023 levels.  In
addition to cuts, the bill failed to provide an increase for the
maximum Pell Grant aware for the first time since 2012.

o In addition to the above, the House Labor-HHS-Education
subcommittee proposed elimination of public broadcasting
funds, which would negatively impact Milwaukee PBS.

Chairperson Foley encouraged the board and community members to 
communicate with their federal representatives about continuing federal 
funding for public broadcasting.  

Director Baker asked if there could be opportunities for legislators to meet 
with MATC representatives and constituents on campus.  Laura Bray 
indicated that with the Covid pandemic behind us, there are plans to have 
legislators visit the campus in the near future.

Discussion Dr. Christine Manion, vice president, Institutional Effectiveness, shared 
the Advisory Audit report on behalf of Erica Case.

Discussion Mr. Jeff Hollow, vice president, Finance, shared the Post-Employment 
Benefit (OPEB) & FCC Trust Report (Policy B0107-1 & B0107-2) and 
discussed the breakdown of asset allocations and performance 
summaries via charts and pie graphs.

8 a. Community Education Update 

Information Dr. Sadique Isahaku, dean, Community Education, presented the 
Community Education Update. 
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• Reported enrollment growth of 1,359 new students compared to last
fall.

Director Baker stated that the board would like to continue to monitor 
the progress.    

Director Burris asked if we are cancelling any classes this semester. 
Dr. Isahaku answered that we are not cancelling any classes.   

8 b. Annual Grants Report 

Information Dr. Christine Manion, vice president, Institutional Effectiveness, 
presented the Annual Grants Report on behalf of Stephanie 
Townsend, manager, Sponsored Projects. 

Director Baker suggested researching federal grant opportunities for 
infrastructure and contacting the district’s federal representatives for 
identifying grants opportunities.    

  Chairperson Foley suggested the Grants Council look for grant funding 
for high-speed internet buildout and EV charging stations. 

8 c. Annual Foundation Report 

Information Ms. Laura Bray, vice president, College Advancement and External 
Communications, executive director, MATC Foundation,  presented 
the Annual Foundation Report. 
• Reported $28.2 million raised since 2016-17 compared to $4 million

from the prior 7 years.
• Reported a 319% increase in scholarships since FY17 and the

launch of the MATC Promise (free tuition for up to 75 credits; 650
graduates since the program started).

• Reported a 370% increase in emergency assistance grants
awarded since the program’s inception.

• Reported the Ellen and Joe Checota Program raised $1.6 million to
date, immediately serving 372 students, with 158 graduates in year
one.

• Reported 650 students have graduated through the MATC Promise
program, which has awarded nearly $3 million in scholarships since
2016-17 and accounted for 3,381.27 FTEs since 2016-17.

• Reported that a $4 million plus investment to expand and strengthen
the Auto program since 2018 has increased enrollment by 41%,
students of color by 19%, and credentials received by 44%.

 GENERAL OBLIGATION PROMISSORY NOTES, SERIES 2023-24D 
 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 67.12(12) of the Wisconsin Statutes, as amended 
(the “Act”), the Milwaukee Area Technical College District, Wisconsin (the “District”), is 
authorized to issue notes of the District in the aggregate amount of $1,500,000.00 for the 
public purpose of financing building remodeling and improvement projects, consisting of 
projects included in the District's 2023-2024 building remodeling and improvement 
program (the public purpose projects described above are hereafter referred to as the 
“Public Purposes”); and 
 
 WHEREAS, on August 22, 2023, the District authorized the issuance of 
$1,500,000.00 General Obligation Promissory Notes, Series 2023-24D (the “Notes”) for 
the Public Purposes; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the District has prepared and distributed a Preliminary Official 
Statement, dated September 19, 2023 (the “Preliminary Official Statement”), describing 
the Notes and the security therefor; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the District has examined proposed documentation for the Notes 
(collectively, the “Note Documents”), as follows: 
 
  (a) an Official Notice of Sale issued by the District and a Parity Bid Form 

(the “Note Purchase Agreement”) to be entered into between the District and the 
Underwriter, providing for the sale of the Notes; and 

 
  (b) the Preliminary Official Statement. 
 
 WHEREAS, it is now expedient and necessary for the District to issue its general 
obligation promissory notes in the amount of $1,500,000.00 for the Public Purposes; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, the District hereby resolves as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Definitions.  The following terms shall have the following meanings in 
this Resolution unless the text expressly or by implication requires otherwise: 
 
 “Act” shall mean Section 67.12(12) of the Wisconsin Statutes; 
 
 “Code” shall mean the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended; 
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 “Continuing Disclosure Agreement” shall mean the Continuing Disclosure 
Agreement, executed and delivered by the Issuer, dated October 12, 2023 (the 
“Continuing Disclosure Agreement”), delivered by the District for the purpose of complying 
with the requirements of Rule 15c2-12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange 
Commission under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended;  
 
 “Dated Date” shall mean October 12, 2023; 
 
 “Debt Service Fund” shall mean the Debt Service Fund of the District, which shall 
be the “special redemption fund” as such term is defined in the Act; 
 
 “District” shall mean the Milwaukee Area Technical College District, Wisconsin; 
 
 “Fiscal Agent” shall mean the Treasurer of the District or such other entity as the 
District may approved to act as fiscal agent; 
 
 “Governing Body” shall mean the Board of the District, or such other body as may 
hereafter be the chief legislative body of the District; 
 
 “Initial Resolution” shall mean the “Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of 
$1,500,000.00 General Obligation Promissory Notes, Series 2023-24D of Milwaukee 
Area Technical College District, Wisconsin”, adopted by the Governing Body on August 
22, 2023; 
 
 “Note Registrar” means the Secretary of the District; 
 
 “Notes” shall mean the $1,500,000.00 General Obligation Promissory Notes, 
Series 2023-24D, of the District; 
 
 “Public Purposes” shall mean the public purpose of financing $1,500,000.00 of 
building remodeling and improvement projects, consisting of projects included in the 
District's 2023-2024 building remodeling and improvement program, and paying certain 
costs of issuance; 
 
 “Purchase Price” shall mean $1,541,318.00 ($1,500,000.00 par amount of Notes, 
plus premium of $56,318.00, less underwriter's discount of $15,000.00); 
 
 “Record Date” shall mean the close of business on the fifteenth day of the 
calendar month next preceding any principal or interest payment date; 
 
 “Securities Depository” means The Depository Trust Company, New York, New 
York, or its nominee; and 
 
 “Underwriter” means TD Securities (USA) LLC. 
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 Section 2.  Authorization of the Notes.  For the purpose of financing the Public 
Purposes, there shall be borrowed on the full faith and credit of the District the sum of 
$1,500,000.00; and fully registered general obligation promissory notes of the District are 
authorized to be issued in evidence thereof. 
 
 Section 3.  Sale of the Notes.  To evidence such indebtedness, (i) the Chairperson 
or the Vice Chairperson and (ii) the Secretary of the District or other officer are hereby 
authorized, empowered and directed to make, execute, issue and sell to the Underwriter 
for, on behalf of and in the name of the District, general obligation promissory notes in the 
aggregate principal amount of One Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($1,500,000.00) for the Purchase Price, plus accrued interest to the date of delivery. 
 
 Section 4.  Terms of the Notes.  The Notes shall be designated “General 
Obligation Promissory Notes, Series 2023-24D”; shall be dated the Dated Date; shall be 
numbered one and upward; shall bear interest as shown on the Maturity Schedule below; 
shall be issued in denominations of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof; and shall 
mature on the dates and in the amounts as set forth below.  Interest on the Notes shall 
accrue from the Interest Accrual Date and shall be payable semi-annually on June 1 and 
December 1 of each year, commencing on June 1, 2024.

 The Notes of this issue shall not be subject to call and payment prior to maturity. 
 

 Section 5.  Form, Execution, Registration and Payment of the Notes.  The Notes 
shall be issued as registered obligations in substantially the form attached hereto as 
Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference. 
 
 The Notes shall be executed in the name of the District by the manual signatures 
of (i) the Chairperson or the Vice Chairperson and (ii) the Secretary or other officer, and 
may be sealed with its official or corporate seal, if any. 
 
 The principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Notes shall be paid by the 
Fiscal Agent. 
 
 Both the principal of and interest on the Notes shall be payable in lawful money of 
the United States of America by the Fiscal Agent.  Payment of principal of the final 
maturity on the Notes will be payable upon presentation and surrender of the Notes to the 
Fiscal Agent.  Payment of principal on the Notes (except the final maturity) and each 
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installment of interest shall be made to the registered owner of each Note who shall 
appear on the registration books of the District, maintained by the Note Registrar, on the 
Record Date and shall be paid by check or draft of the Fiscal Agent and mailed to such 
registered owner at the address appearing on such registration books or at such other 
address may be furnished in writing to such registered owner to the Note Registrar. 
 
 Section 6.  Note Proceeds.  The sale proceeds of the Notes (exclusive of accrued 
interest, printing distribution and filing fees, and any premium received) shall, forthwith 
upon receipt, be placed in and kept by the District Treasurer as a separate fund to be 
known as the Promissory Notes, Series 2023-24D, Borrowed Money Fund (hereinafter 
referred to as the “Borrowed Money Fund”).  Moneys in the Borrowed Money Fund shall 
be used solely for the purposes for which borrowed or for transfer to the Debt Service 
Fund as provided by law. 
 
 Section 7.  Tax Levy.  In order to provide for the collection of a direct annual tax 
sufficient in amount to pay and for the express purpose of paying the interest on the 
Notes as it falls due and also to pay and discharge the principal thereof at maturity, there 
is hereby levied upon all of the taxable property in the District, in addition to all other 
taxes, a nonrepealable, direct, annual tax in an amount sufficient for that purpose.  This 
tax shall be from year to year carried into the tax roll of the District and collected in 
addition to all other taxes and in the same manner and at the same time.  Said tax is to 
be for the following years and in the following minimum amounts:

  2027 $153,750.00    
    
 The District shall be and continue without power to repeal such levy or obstruct the 
collection of said tax until all such payments have been made or provided for.  After the 
issuance of the Notes, said tax shall be carried into the tax rolls of the District and 
collected as other taxes are collected, provided that the amount of tax carried into said tax 
rolls with respect to the Notes may be reduced by the amount of any surplus money in the 
Debt Service Fund created pursuant to Section 8 below. 
 
 If there shall be insufficient funds from the tax levy to pay the principal of or interest 
on the Notes when due, the said principal or interest shall be paid from other funds of the 
District on hand, said amounts to be returned when said taxes have been collected. 
 
 There be and there hereby is appropriated from taxes levied by the District in 
anticipation of the issuance of the Notes and other funds of the District on hand a sum 
sufficient to be deposited in the Debt Service Fund to meet payments with respect to debt 
service due for the year 2024. 
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 Section 8.  Debt Service Fund.  Within the debt service fund previously established 
within the treasury of the District, there be and there hereby is established a separate and 
distinct fund designated as the “Debt Service Fund for $1,500,000.00 General Obligation 
Promissory Notes, Series 2023-24D, dated October 12, 2023” (the “Debt Service Fund”), 
and such fund shall be maintained until the indebtedness evidenced by the Notes is fully 
paid or otherwise extinguished.  The District Treasurer shall deposit in such Debt Service 
Fund (i) all accrued interest received by the District at the time of delivery of and payment 
for the Notes; (ii) the taxes herein levied for the specific purpose of meeting principal of 
and interest on the Notes when due; (iii) such other sums as may be necessary at any 
time to pay principal of and interest on the Notes when due; (iv) any premium which may 
be received by the District above the par value of the Notes and accrued interest thereon; 
(v) surplus moneys in the Borrowed Money Fund for the Notes; and (vi) such further 
deposits as may be required by Section 67.11 of the Wisconsin Statutes. 
 
 No money shall be withdrawn from the Debt Service Fund and appropriated for 
any purpose other than the payment of principal of and interest on the Notes until all such 
principal and interest has been paid in full and canceled; provided (i) the funds to provide 
for each payment of principal of and interest on the Notes prior to the scheduled receipt of 
taxes from the next succeeding tax collection may be invested in direct obligations of the 
United States of America maturing in time to make such payments when they are due or 
in other investments permitted by law; and (ii) any funds over and above the amount of 
such principal and interest payments on the Notes may be used to reduce the next 
succeeding tax levy, or may, at the option of the District, be invested by purchasing the 
Notes as permitted by and subject to Section 67.11(2)(a) of the Wisconsin Statutes in 
interest-bearing obligations of the United States of America, in other obligations of the 
District or in other investments permitted by law, which investments shall continue as a 
part of the Debt Service Fund. 
 
 When all of the Notes have been paid in full and canceled, and all permitted 
investments disposed of, any money remaining in the Debt Service Fund shall be 
deposited in the general fund of the District, unless the District Board directs otherwise. 
 
 Section 9.  Deposits and Investments.  The Debt Service Fund shall be kept apart 
from moneys in the other funds and accounts of the District and the same shall be used 
for no purpose other than the prompt payment of principal of and interest on the Notes as 
the same becomes due and payable.  All moneys therein shall be deposited in special 
and segregated accounts in a public depository selected under Chapter 34 of the 
Wisconsin Statutes and may be temporarily invested until needed in legal investments 
subject to the provisions of Sections 66.0603(1m) and 67.10(3) of the Wisconsin 
Statutes.  All income derived from such investments shall be regarded as revenues of the 
District.  No such investment shall be in such a manner as would cause the Notes to be 
“arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of Section 148 of the Code or the Regulations of the 
Commissioner of Internal Revenue thereunder. 
 
 The District Treasurer shall, on the basis of the facts, estimates and circumstances 
in existence on the date of closing, make such certifications as are necessary to permit 
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the conclusion that the Notes are not “arbitrage bonds” under Section 148 of the Code or 
the Regulations of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue thereunder. 
 
 Section 10.  Sale of Notes.  The terms, conditions and provisions of the Notes and 
the Note Documents are, in all respects, authorized and approved.  The form of the Note 
Purchase Agreement is hereby approved.  The Notes shall be sold and delivered in the 
manner, at the Purchase Price, plus interest accrued from the Interest Accrual Date to the 
closing date, pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in the Note Purchase 
Agreement. 
 
 The preparation of the Preliminary Official Statement and the Final Official 
Statement, and their use as contemplated in the Note Purchase Agreement, are hereby 
approved.  The Preliminary Official Statement is “deemed final” as of its date, except for 
omissions or subsequent modifications permitted under Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities 
and Exchange Commission.  The Chairperson, the Vice Chairperson and Secretary of the 
District are authorized and directed to do any and all acts necessary to conclude delivery 
of the Notes to the Underwriter, as soon after adoption of this Resolution as is 
convenient. 
 
 Section 11.  Book-Entry Only Notes.  The Notes shall be transferable as follows: 
 
 (a) Each maturity of Notes will be issued as a single Note in the name of the 
Securities Depository, or its nominee, which will act as depository for the Notes.  During 
the term of the Notes, ownership and subsequent transfers of ownership will be reflected 
by book entry on the records of the Securities Depository and those financial institutions 
for whom the Securities Depository effects book entry transfers (collectively, the 
“Participants”).  No person for whom a Participant has an interest in Notes (a “Beneficial 
Owner”) shall receive bond certificates representing their respective interest in the Notes 
except in the event that the Securities Depository or the District shall determine, at its 
option, to terminate the book-entry system described in this Section.  Payment of principal 
of, and interest on, the Notes will be made by the Fiscal Agent to the Securities 
Depository which will in turn remit such payment of principal and interest to its 
Participants which will in turn remit such principal and interest to the Beneficial Owners of 
the Notes until and unless the Securities Depository or the District elect to terminate the 
book entry system, whereupon the District shall deliver bond certificates to the Beneficial 
Owners of the Notes or their nominees.  Note certificates issued under this Section may 
not be transferred or exchanged except as provided in this Section. 
 
 (b) Upon the reduction of the principal amount of any maturity of Notes, the 
Registered Noteowner may make a notation of such redemption on the panel of the Note, 
stating the amount so redeemed, or may return the Note to the District for exchange for a 
new Note in a proper principal amount.  Such notation, if made by the Noteowner, may be 
made for reference only, and may not be relied upon by any other person as being in any
way determinative of the principal amount of such Note Outstanding, unless the Note 
Registrar initialed the notation on the panel. 
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 (c) Immediately upon delivery of the Notes to the purchasers thereof on the 
delivery date, such purchasers shall deposit the bond certificates representing all of the 
Notes with the Securities Depository.  The Securities Depository, or its nominee, will be 
the sole Noteowner of the Notes, and no investor or other party purchasing, selling or 
otherwise transferring ownership of any Notes will receive, hold or deliver any bond 
certificates as long as the Securities Depository holds the Notes immobilized from 
circulation. 
 
 (d) The Notes may not be transferred or exchanged except: 
 
  (1) To any successor of the Securities Depository (or its nominee) or 

any substitute depository (“Substitute Depository”) designated pursuant to (ii) 
below, provided that any successor of the Securities Depository or any Substitute 
Depository must be a qualified and registered “clearing agency” as provided in 
Section 17L of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended; 

 
  (2) To a Substitute Depository designated by or acceptable to the 

District upon (a) the determination by the Securities Depository that the Notes shall 
no longer be eligible for depository services or (b) a determination by the District 
that the Securities Depository is no longer able to carry out its functions, provided 
that any such Substitute Depository must be qualified to act as such, as provided 
in subparagraph (1) above; or 

 
  (3) To those persons to whom transfer is requested in written transfer 

instructions in the event that: 
 
   (i) The Securities Depository shall resign or discontinue its 

services for the Notes and, only if the District is unable to locate a qualified 
successor within two months following the resignation or determination of 
noneligibility, or 

 
   (ii) Upon a determination by the District that the continuation of 

the book entry system described herein, which precludes the issuance of 
certificates to any Noteowner other than the Securities Depository (or its 
nominee) is no longer in the best interest of the Beneficial Owners of the 
Notes. 

 
 (e) The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York, is hereby appointed 
the Securities Depository for the Notes. 
 
 Section 12.  Undertaking to Provide Continuing Disclosure.  The (i) Chairperson or 
the Vice Chairperson and (ii) Secretary of the District are hereby authorized and directed 
to execute on behalf of the District, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement in connection 
with the Notes for the purpose of complying with the requirements of Rule 15c2-12 
promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities Exchange 
Act of 1934, as amended. 
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 Section 13.  Compliance with Federal Tax Laws. 
 
 (a) The District represents and covenants that the project financed by the 
Notes and their ownership, management and use will not cause the Notes to be “private 
activity bonds” within the meaning of Section 141 of the Code, and the District shall 
comply with the provisions of the Code to the extent necessary to maintain the tax-
exempt status of the interest on the Notes. 
 
 (b) The District also covenants to use its best efforts to meet the requirements 
and restrictions of any different or additional federal legislation which may be made 
applicable to the Notes, provided that in meeting such requirements the District will do so 
only to the extent consistent with the proceedings authorizing the Notes and the laws of 
Wisconsin, and to the extent there is a reasonable period of time in which to comply. 
 
 Section 14.  Rebate Fund.  If necessary, the District shall establish and maintain, 
so long as the Notes are outstanding, a separate account to be known as the “Rebate 
Fund” for the purpose of complying with the rebate requirements of Section 148(f) of the 
Code.  The Rebate Fund is for the sole purpose of paying rebate to the United States of 
America, if any, on amounts of bond proceeds held by the District.  The District hereby 
covenants and agrees that it shall pay from the Rebate Fund the rebate amounts as 
determined herein to the United States of America. 
 
 The District may engage the services of accountants, attorneys, or other 
consultants necessary to assist it in determining rebate amounts.  Amounts held in the 
Rebate Fund and the investment income therefrom are not pledged as security for the 
Notes and may only be used to pay amounts to the United States.  The District shall 
maintain or cause to be maintained records of such determinations until six (6) years after 
payment in full of the Notes and shall make such records available upon reasonable 
request therefor. 
 
 Section 15.  Defeasance.  When all Notes have been discharged, all pledges, 
covenants and other rights granted to the owners thereof by this Resolution shall cease.  
The District may discharge all Notes due on any date by irrevocably depositing in escrow 
with a suitable bank or trust company a sum of cash and/or bonds or securities issued or 
guaranteed as to principal and interest of the U.S. Government, or of a commission, 
board or other instrumentality of the U.S. Government (“Government Obligations”), or of 
securities wholly and irrevocably secured as to principal and interest by Government 
Obligations and rated in the highest rating category of a nationally recognized rating 
service, maturing on the dates and bearing interest at the rates required to provide funds 
sufficient to pay when due the interest to accrue on each of said Note to its maturity or, at 
the District's option, if said Note is prepayable to any prior date upon which it may be 
called for redemption, and to pay and redeem the principal amount of each such Note at 
maturity, or at the District's option, if said Note is prepayable, at its earliest redemption 
date, with the premium required for such redemption, if any, provided that notice of the 
redemption of all prepayable Notes on such date has been duly given or provided for. 
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 Section 16.  Resolution a Contract.  The provisions of this Resolution shall 
constitute a contract between the District and the owner or owners of the Notes, and after 
issuance of any of the Notes no change or alteration of any kind in the provisions of this 
Resolution may be made, except as provided in Section 18, until all of the Notes have 
been paid in full as to both principal and interest.  The owner or owners of any of the 
Notes shall have the right in addition to all other rights, by mandamus or other suit or 
action in any court of competent jurisdiction, to enforce such owner's or owners' rights 
against the District, the Governing Body thereof, and any and all officers and agents 
thereof including, but without limitation, the right to require the District, its Governing Body 
and any other authorized body, to fix and collect rates and charges fully adequate to carry 
out all of the provisions and agreements contained in this Resolution. 
 
 Section 17.  General Authorizations.  The Chairperson, the Vice Chairperson and 
the Secretary of the District and the appropriate deputies and officials of the District in 
accordance with their assigned responsibilities are hereby each authorized to execute, 
deliver, publish, file and record such other documents, instruments, notices and records 
and to take such other actions as shall be necessary or desirable to accomplish the 
purposes of this Resolution and to comply with and perform the obligations of the District 
under the Notes.  The execution or written approval of any document by the Chairperson, 
the Vice Chairperson or Secretary of the District herein authorized shall be conclusive 
evidence of the approval by the District of such document in accordance with the terms 
hereof. 
 
 In the event that said officers shall be unable by reason of death, disability, 
absence or vacancy of office to perform in timely fashion any of the duties specified 
herein (such as the execution of Notes), such duties shall be performed by the officer or 
official succeeding to such duties in accordance with law and the rules of the District. 
 
 Any actions taken by the Chairperson, the Vice Chairperson and Secretary 
consistent with this Resolution are hereby ratified and confirmed. 
 
 Section 18.  Amendment to Resolution.  After the issuance of any of the Notes, no 
change or alteration of any kind in the provisions of this Resolution may be made until all 
of the Notes have been paid in full as to both principal and interest, or discharged as 
herein provided, except: (a) the District may, from to time, amend this Resolution without 
the consent of any of the owners of the Notes, but only to cure any ambiguity, 
administrative conflict, formal defect, or omission or procedural inconsistency of this 
Resolution; and (b) this Resolution may be amended, in any respect, with a written 
consent of the owners of not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the principal amount of the 
Notes then outstanding; provided, however, that no amendment shall permit any change 
in the pledge of tax revenues of the District or the maturity of any Note issued hereunder, 
or a reduction in the rate of interest on any Note, or in the amount of the principal 
obligation thereof, or in the amount of the redemption premium payable in the case of 
redemption thereof, or change the terms upon which the Notes may be redeemed or 
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make any other modification in the terms of the payment of such principal or interest 
without the written consent of the owner of each such Note to which the change is 
applicable. 
 
 Section 19.  Illegal or Invalid Provisions.  In case any one or more of the provisions 
of this Resolution or any of the Notes shall for any reason be held to be illegal or invalid, 
such illegality or invalidity shall not affect any other provision of this Resolution or of the 
Notes. 
 
 Section 20.  Conflicting Resolutions.  All ordinances, resolutions, or orders, or parts 
thereof heretofore enacted, adopted or entered, in conflict with the provisions of this 
Resolution, are hereby repealed and this Resolution shall be in effect from and after its 
passage.

Employment Data 
 
Milwaukee Area Technical College is Wisconsin’s largest minority majority college/university. 
Through our hiring, promotion and retention strategies, the college strives create an educational 
and work environment that reflects, appreciates and celebrates our diverse community. We strive to 
balance the employment of faculty and staff to match the availability of our general population of the 
Greater Milwaukee area we serve. 
 
For the quarter ending June 30, 2023, the Staff Compliance Report below indicates that MATC’s 
overall performance for “All Staff” is strong as representation of MATC full time staff exceeds the 
District Work Force percentage for minorities, females, African Americans and all other ethic 
categories with the exception of Hispanics.  Overall, the College’s full-time percentage of minority 
employees is 43.84%.  This exceeds the District Workforce percentage of minority employees of 
39.96%. (See Table A)  Additionally, this represents an increase from the mark of 43.3% the College 
had in fiscal year 2022-23.   
 
In comparing FY 2018-19 (the first year of the current five-year AAP) with June 30, 2023, the 
employment percentage for minorities, females, African Americans and all other ethnic categories,  
has increased at MATC.  (See Table B) 
 
Review of EEO Job Categories indicates that MATC’s overall representation of full-time minorities  
of June 30, 2023 exceeds that of the District Workforce in six of the seven EEO Job Categories with 
respect to the staffing of full-time positions. (See Table C)  Table G has the comparison for each 
individual job category, and the totals for all job categories combined. 
 
Additionally, review of EEO Job Categories indicates that MATC’s overall representation of females 
in full-time positions as of June 30, 2023 exceeds that of the District Workforce in five of the seven 
EEO Job Categories.  (See Table E)  Table G has the comparison for each individual job category, 
and the totals for all job categories combined. 
 
In comparing FY 2018-19 (the first year of the current five-year AAP) with the data as of June 30, 
2023, the employment percentage for minorities has increased in all Job Categories with the 
exception of Skilled Crafts.  (See Table D) 
 
Regarding all staff, MATC employed 58.84% females as of June 30, 2023. This number exceeded the 
District Workforce number of 49.93% (See Table A)  
 
In comparing the data of FY 2018-19 with that of June 30, 2023, the strongest gain in full-time female 
employment during the term of the current five-year AAP occurred in the Executive/Administrative job 
category at the College where female representation increased from 52.68% to 60.16%.  (See 
Table F) 
 
The District has a strategic plan goal for diversity among all employees (all full-time and part-time 
employees).  For FY 2021-22 MATC achieved a rate of 38%.  Additionally, the strategic plan has 
a goal for diversity among all faculty (including both full-time and part time faculty).  For FY 2021-
22 MATC achieved a rate of 28%. Further, the strategic plan has a goal for diversity among all 
non-faculty (including both full-time and part time non-faculty).  For FY 2021-22 MATC achieved a 
rate of 48%. The College has a goal to increase its percentage of minorities for all employees and 
all faculty by 2% in FY 2022-23 to better reflect the population of the students served.  Per the 
Institutional Scorecard, this data for these metrics is captured as of November 1 of each year.

MATC Legislative Task Force 
September 2023 

Governor Evers issued Executive Order #208 calling the legislature into a special session on September 20, 2023.  The 
Governor proposed state funds to support the childcare sector, $40 million for the WTCS, the creation of a Paid Family 
and Medical Leave Act, and investments to address workforce shortages in the healthcare and education, among other 
provisions. 

Assembly Republicans unveiled a $3 billion tax cut plan which would lower the third income tax bracket from 5.3% to 
4.4% and exclude the first $150,000 of retirement income for married-joint filers and $100,000 for single filers.  Passed 
Assembly 64-35.  Senate action pending. 

Republicans are considering impeachment of State Supreme Court Justice Janet Protasiewicz. Multiple lawsuits have 
been filed stemming from comments she made as a candidate about redistricting.  Republicans say those comments 
show she will not be impartial and she should recuse herself from the redistricting lawsuits. 

Assembly Republicans passed a new plan for legislative redistricting.  Assembly Bill 415 is modeled in part after Iowa 
redistricting.  The bill passed 64-32 with Representative LaKeisha Myers (D-Milwaukee) joining Republicans in support. 

Senate Republicans passed two partial vetoes of Senate Bill 70 relating to state finances and appropriations.  One 
relating to per pupil revenue limit adjustment and another relating to the individual income tax rate reduction. 

Senate Republicans voted to fire Wisconsin Elections Commission Administrator Meagan Wolfe.  Attorney General Josh 
Kaul filed a lawsuit in response. 

Milwaukee Brewers would stay in Milwaukee until 2050 if an agreement is reached to spend $600 million in state and 
local funds under a plan released by Assembly Republicans this week for renovations to American Family Field. 

State Legislation 

Senate Bill 169/Assembly Bill 180 relating to establishing a hotline for employers interested in hiring individuals with a 
conviction record.  This was a recommendation from the WLC Study Committee on Increasing Offender Employment 
Opportunities which Dr. Sadique Isahaku was appointed to representing Milwaukee Area Technical College.  Passed the 
Senate via voice vote.  Assembly action pending. 

Senate Bill 170/Assembly Bill 181 relating to earned release for inmates upon the completion of an employment 
readiness training program.  This was a recommendation from the WLC Study Committee on Increasing Offender 
Employment Opportunities which Dr. Sadique Isahaku was appointed to representing Milwaukee Area Technical College.  
Action pending. 

Senate Bill 238/Assembly Bill 239 relating to tuition and fee remission for eligible veterans’ spouses and children 
enrolled in the University of Wisconsin System or a technical college. Passed the Senate 30-3 (Larson, Roys, Smith).  
Public hearing held in the Assembly. 

Senate Bill 367/Assembly Bill 370 relating to guaranteed admission to the University of Wisconsin System institutions 
and technical colleges and requiring high schools to prepare class rankings for certain pupils.  Would require technical 
college district boards to establish a guaranteed admission program for applicants ranked in the top 5 percent of their 
high school class.  Assembly public hearing.  Senate action pending. 

Financial Aid Reform 

Senate Bill 380/Assembly Bill 381 was introduced in response to the FAFSA Simplification Act passed by the federal 
government, which makes significant changes to the federal financial aid process for college students that generally take 
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effect on July 1, 2024.  The new federal law necessitates changes to state statute.  It also provides an opportunity to 
modernize Wisconsin’s financial aid process to streamline it and make it more accessible for all students, especially 
those attending part-time so they can work as they earn their degree.  The legislation was drafted in consultation with 
the WTCS and others.  The bill passed the Senate unanimously earlier this month. 
  
The major changes include: 

·         Changing the formula for determining eligibility for financial aid from the Expected Family Contribution (EFC) 
formula to the new federal Student Aid Index (SAI). According to the Congressional Research Service, “the SAI 
has fewer formula factors than the EFC, requires fewer questions on the FAFSA, and permits a higher share of 
FAFSA responses to be imported from a federal income tax return.” 

·         Increasing the 10-semester limit for Wisconsin Grants to 12 semesters and allowing reductions in eligibility in 
proportion to the student’s actual enrollment rate to align it with federal Pell Grant standards. 

·         Removing the half-time enrollment requirement for Wisconsin Grants to ensure any student that meets the 
need analysis and is making satisfactory academic progress toward a credential can receive a Wisconsin Grant. 
This opens eligibility for students who have other responsibilities like working a full-time job or caring for kids or 
aging parents to attend a school at their pace to earn their credential. 

·         Ensuring all sectors follow the same approval process through the Wisconsin Higher Educational Aids Board 
(HEAB) for their financial aid formula, but that each sector retains the flexibility to establish a formula that most 
efficiently utilizes their appropriation to benefit students. 

·         Updating the emergency grant program for the Wisconsin Technical College System (WTCS) and UW System, 
including expanding it to all UW System students to reflect the 2018 restructuring of the UW System two-year 
campuses into branch campuses.   

Digital Divide 

• Governor Evers proposed $750 million in one-time funding for broadband expansion grants in his 2023-25 
Biennial Budget recommendation. 

• The federal Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) created the Broadband, Equity, Access, and 
Deployment (BEAD) program which consists of a minimum of $100 million for each state.  The first allocation will 
be made to states by June 30, 2023.  It is anticipated that Wisconsin will receive a total allocation of $700 million 
to $1.1 billion. 

• Digital Equity Program (DEA).  Governor Evers proposed a state Digital Equity Program administered by the 
Public Service Commission.  This would be based on the federal Digital Equity Program which was created to 
target broadband adoption efforts towards specific communities.   

o Targeted communities include households with low income or low literacy, the elderly, residents of rural 
areas, people of color, individuals with disabilities, English-language learners, veterans, and incarcerated 
individuals.  Census data indicated the populations covered under the DEA account for 79% of 
Wisconsin's total population.  

o Funding for DEA will be distributed through three programs over five years: (a) planning grants for states 
to create digital equity plans that promote broadband availability and access by targeted groups, as well 
digital literacy, and privacy awareness; (b) capacity grants for states to implement digital equity plans; 
and (c) competitive grants to units of government and nonprofit or community institutions to increase 
broadband access and availability among targeted populations.  

o DEA is provided $550 million each year over five years, to be distributed to states based on their 
proportion of targeted populations, and Wisconsin is expecting an allocation of up to $30 million.  

Federal 

• The House Appropriations Subcommittee on Labor-HHS-Education approved its FY 2024 funding bill which 
includes a $63.8 billion cut, 28% below FY 2023, and proposed elimination of public broadcasting funds.  The 
ACCT is encouraging colleges to invite lawmakers to campuses for welcome back events, tours, and speaking 
engagements and use those opportunities to advocate for federal priorities.  We are coordinating with APTS on 
messaging and outreach specific to public broadcasting funds.

Enrollment Growth: 

● Duplicated enrollment growth as of 9/11/2023: 6,455 compared to same
time last year: 5,404 that is an increase of 1,051 (19.4%) growth. Most of
the growth came from ESL/ELL: 778 and GED: 213.

Faculty & Staff Shortages: 

● All four grant-funded FT-LTE ESL/ELL positions have now been filled. ELL
Student Support Specialist interviews are currently ongoing. We expect to make
an offer during the week of 9/25.

● If the growth projected above should continue, we would either need to extend
these FT-LTE positions or replace them with FT positions.

● We currently have a PT pool and will continue to do so as we plan for spring
enrollments. Our district is experiencing a drought in ESL/ELL instructors; as
such, we may need to explore other options than relying on our PT pool.

Work Team Updates: 

On Aug 31, 2023, the team that was set up to work on the Community Education 
(CommEd) Improvement Plan met again at the Walker’s Education Center to 
hear and discuss updates from college administration (EVP Student Success, VP 
Learn and Dean - General Education) as well as from the Work Teams listed 
below. Each work team made a presentation on the items they had completed and 
will share their recommendation with college administration and then the 
District Board for consideration. 

● Transition to post-secondary education: continue to develop short and
long-term strategies on how to meet the college’s Transformation 2025 and the
President’s FY2024 strategic goals.

● ESL/ELL Web Pages on MATC portal: completed most of the changes to the
web pages.

● Campus Hubs: We continue to experience gaps in service delivery and the team
is considering proposals to standardize student access to services and resources
across all campuses including Walker’s. Progress is being made and we anticipate
to begin small scale implementation of some models.
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● Testing: We also continue to experience gaps in access to testing resources
across campuses including Walker’s. The team is exploring proposals to allow
testing in classrooms rather than limiting testing to only the Testing Center due
to staff shortages as well as challenges in offering testing services late evenings.
Progress is being made and we anticipate to begin small scale implementation of
some models.

● Application processes: We continue to explore solutions to easing the
application and registration processes. Progress is being made and we anticipate
to begin small scale implementation of some models.
