FAQs for the HIT Training Program:

What does HIT stand for?

Health Information Technology 

What does a Health Information Technology professional do?

A Health Information Technology professional is someone who is qualified to support the adoption and implementation of Electronic Health Records (EHRs), information exchange across health care providers and public health authorities, and the redesign of workflows within health care settings to gain the quality and efficiency benefits of EHRs.

Which HIT roles are being offered at MATC?
MATC is planning to offer the following four roles:


· Practice Workflow and Information Management Redesign Specialist: This role assists in reorganizing workflow and operations to take full advantage of health information technology in pursuit of "meaningful use" and to improve health and care.
· Clinician/Practitioner Consultant: This role is similar to the "Practice Workflow and Information Management Redesign Specialist" role listed above. In addition, this role brings to bear the background and experience of a professional licensed to provide clinical care or a public healthcare professional. 
· Implementation Support Specialist: Provides on-site user support before and during the implementation of health IT systems.
· Technical/Software Support Staff: Supports the technology deployed in the clinical/public health setting on an ongoing basis. Workers in this role also maintain systems, including patches and upgrades to software, and provide traditional "help desk" support. 

When will this program start?

The training in at least one class for one role will begin by September 30, 2010.

Will classes be taught online?

Classes may be offered through on-campus instruction, online or both.

Are there prerequisites for this program?

Yes.  The training is for students with an educational background and/or experience in either the medical field or the IT field.  Prerequisite education or experience may be an associate degree in a healthcare field or information technology field.  Fields such as:  IT Network Specialist, Health Information Technology, Registered Nursing and IT Programmer Analyst are good examples.

How long will the training be?

Students with appropriate prerequisite education or experience will be able to complete the training within six months or less.

Is there financial aid available for this training?

Financial aid availability will be determined before the training begins in the fall of 2010.

Will I receive a diploma or certificate upon completion of this training?

Upon successful completion of the program, students will receive a certificate.  Please note, this is not a certification.
